1:13-14)  

  

e. Man was created in the image of God, but in Adam's sin, the entire race fell, inherited 

a sinful nature, became alienated from God, and is utterly unable to remedy his lost condition.  

(Gen 1:26-27; Rom 3:10-12, 23; 5:12; Eph 2:1-3) 

 

f. Salvation is the gift of God brought to sinful man by grace and received solely by 

personal faith in the Lord Jesus Christ who accomplished complete redemption by His precious 

blood.  No repentance, no feeling, no good resolution, no sincere efforts, no submission to rules 

and regulations, no degree of reformation however great, no attainments in morality however 

high, no culture RBCS Statement of Faith however attractive, no baptism or other ordinance 

however administered, nor any or all of these together, can add in the very least degree to the 

merit of the finished work of the Lord Jesus Christ upon the cross.  (John 3:5, 18; Eph 1:7;

g. Because of the eternal purpose of God, the nature of the Word and promise of God, 

and the immutability of the covenants of God, all believers, once saved (i.e., elected, called, 

redeemed, baptized into Christ by the Spirit, justified, regenerated, adopted, sanctified, and 

already looked upon by God as glorified), are kept by God's power, indwelt and sealed by the

Holy Spirit, and interceded for by Jesus Christ, and therefore, are secure in Christ forever.  (John

h. Every believer possesses a new nature, with provision made for victory over the flesh 

through the power of the indwelling Holy Spirit.  Every believer possesses at least one spiritual 

gift for the edification of the body of Christ, and should be a faithful steward of all God has 

entrusted to him.  (Rom 6:13-14; 7:18; 1 Cor 12; 2 Cor 5:17; 2 Cor 9:5-9; Gal 5:16-25; Eph 4:22-

24; 1 John 1:10) 

  

I. The education of children is the responsibility of parents, rather than the state.  God 

commands parents to teach their children to love God and do all things to His glory.  The school 

is an instrument of God designed to help the parents faithfully discharge their responsibility.  

(Deut 6:5-7; Prov 4; 22:6; Eph 6:1-4; 2 John 6-11)  

  

j. The fear of the Lord is the beginning of knowledge.  All wisdom and knowledge is 

His.  True knowledge must be consistent with Scripture.  Man must learn to discover God's truth.  

The school can assist by providing a God-centered curriculum and encouraging academic 

excellence. (Prov 1:7; 23:23; Rom 1:16-25; 1 Cor 1:18-25; 2 Tim 2:15)   

 

RBCS will conduct no activity inconsistent with the above principles included in God's 

truth. These principles will be taught as orthodox Christian doctrine.  Orthodoxy on 

"denominational issues" (e.g., the proper mode and subjects of water baptism, the correct form of 

local church government, the proper manifestation of the gifts of the Spirit today, or the correct 

eschatological system) will be left to the home and local church.  RBCS desires to cultivate a 

spirit of love which will allow students of different denominational backgrounds to discuss 

doctrinal differences without "stuffing their views down another's throat," or breaking fellowship 

with those who disagree.  
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Definitions 
 

Early Intervention Development- a Special Services classroom designed for developmental 

delays for kindergarten students and other special needs. A small teacher to student ratio allows 

for individualized, differentiated instruction in all developmental areas including speech and 

language, fine and gross motor skills, social training and academic readiness.  

 

Talent Development-an elementary program for students with special needs such as learning 

disabilities/differences, attention deficit disorders, autism, Down’s syndrome, and other 

exceptionalities. Students are placed according to cognitive and academic abilities in a small 

teacher to student ratio, challenging but not frustrating, high academic learning environment.

1.1 School History. 

Rocky Bayou Christian School (RBCS) was founded in July 1973 to provide a God-centered 

education of high academic quality. RBCS is organized under the auspices of the Northwest 

Florida Christian Education Association (NFCEA), a non-profit corporation chartered to operate 

Christian educational programs worldwide.  All corporate authority is vested in a Board of 

Trustees that includes representatives of three local churches: Covenant Community Church, 

Grace Presbyterian Church, and Trinity Presbyterian Church.  Management/executive authority 

is vested in the Superintendent. 

1.2 Chain of Command. 

The Superintendent is responsible for the operations of RBCS.  The various School Principals 

and Department Directors form the Superintendent’s Leadership Team (SLT)  Mrs. Denise 

Bowers is the Elementary/Kindergarten Principal.  Mrs. Toby Williams is the Principal of 

Special Services Department (Talent Development). 

1.3 Accreditation and Membership. 

RBCS is a ministry of the NFCEA and fully accredited by the Florida Association of Christian 

Colleges and Schools (FACCS) and the National Institute of Learning Disabilities (NILD.) 

RBCS is also a member of the Association of Christian Schools International (ACSI.)

2.0 Application. 

2.1 Admission Criteria. 

Admission to RBCS is based upon academic achievement and behavioral criteria.  RBCS 

does not discriminate on the basis of race, color, and national or ethnic origin in the 

administration of its educational policies, admission policies, scholarship programs, 

athletic teams, clubs, or any other school-administered program.  All RBCS families and 

students are highly encouraged to faithfully and consistently worship on the Lord’s Day 

in their local churches.  All RBCS families, students, faculty, and staff are encouraged to 

set aside Sunday as a day of worship, rest, family life, Christian fellowship, feasting, 

visiting of the sick, and service to those in need, setting aside commercial activity, 

regular vocational work, school homework, and teacher preparation.  

2.2 Admission Requirements. 

For each new academic year, a current APPLICATION PACKET provides the information and 

forms necessary to make application for admission to RBCS.  To enroll a new student, follow the 

instructions in the current packet.  

 

All students must have a birth certificate, HRS 680, and HRS-H Form 3040 in their school 

records.  Failure to comply with this regulation could result in suspension from school.  The 

HRS forms may be obtained at the Okaloosa County Public Health Unit, or from your doctor, 

and must accompany the RBCS STUDENT APPLICATION FORM.  

 

In addition, Special Services requires educational assessment and psychological battery testing 

upon admission. 

2.3 Re-enrollment. 

Re-enrollment is not automatic; application must be made for each academic year. 

2.4 Withdrawals. 

Withdrawal procedure requires the payment of all fees due, return of library books, texts, and 

other school property, and the proper documentation of such actions on the STUDENT 

WITHDRAWAL FORM.  The Cumulative Student Record (CSR) can be given to the parent or 

mailed to the student's next school when the withdrawal process is complete, current grades are 

calculated, the Principal  screens the CSR for accuracy and completeness, and copies required by 

law are made.  Advance notice of withdrawal will help avoid delays in releasing a CSR. 

2.5 Anti-Harassment Policy. 

Rocky Bayou Christian Elementary School provides an environment in which individuals are 

free to work, learn, and develop relationships without fear of intimidation and humiliation as a 

result of unwanted or unacceptable behavior of others.  It is essential that students, teachers, staff 

members, and parents treat each other with due respect for their rights, individuality, and 

personal dignity.  
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3.0 School Program 

3.1 Kindergarten. 

The Kindergarten Program is divided into three basic groups:  K5 (5 by 1 Sep), K4 (4 by 1 Sep), 

and K3 (3 by 31 Dec).  Within each of these groups there is a further breakdown which offers a 

teaching level in accordance with the readiness of the children.  This helps to provide 

individualized attention for every student.  Half-day options are available for K3 and K4.  (Note:  

No noon bus service is provided by RBCS.)  Some general information concerning each age 

group is as follows: 

 

3.1.1 K3 (3-year-old). This class has a limit of 20 with a full time assistant. The morning 

program, five days per week, begins at 8:00 and concludes at 11:30.  The first 90 minutes consist 

of Bible, Phonics, and Math instruction.  The remaining morning time includes a snack period, 

Art, Music, Science, stories, Poetry, rest/play periods, plus Unit Studies (Community Helpers, 

Safety, Farm, etc.).  Reading begins at this level in a one-on-one individualized program, as the 

capabilities of each student permit. Afternoons provide a play and rest period.  It is necessary 

that children be potty trained before they are accepted for enrollment. 

 

3.1.2 K4 (4-year-old). Class sizes are normally limited to 20.  The morning and afternoon 

schedules are similar to those of the K3s.  Home reading assignments (Mon-Thurs nights) 

usually begin by November or December.  Many four-year-olds have been known to achieve the 

equivalent of a first grade level in Phonics, Reading, and Math by the end of the school year. 

 

3.1.3 K5 (5-year-old). Class sizes are normally limited to 20.  The K5 program is a full-day 

schedule.  Morning instruction includes Bible, Phonics, Reading, and Math.  Afternoons offer 

Music, Art, Science, History, and P.E.  Most five-year-olds can be expected to achieve the 

equivalent of 2nd - 3rd grade level in Phonics, Reading, and Math depending upon the number of 

years at RBCS, and individual capabilities.  RBCS will award Kindergarten graduation 

certificates and promote to first grade students who: 

 

1.   Reach age six on or before 1 September of the first grade year. 

 

2. Satisfactorily complete our standard Kindergarten curriculum. 

3.2 Elementary 

The RBCS two-track system begins in the Elementary Department.  This system accommodates 

the fact that most graduates of the RBCS Kindergarten have already completed a first grade level 

program and begins a curriculum designed for the second grade, while newly-enrolling first 

graders begin a first grade level program.  This system continues through the sixth grade. 

3.3 Special Services 

The Special Services Department was created to meet the needs of families needing more than 

the regular programs that RBCS offers.  Research indicates that all people do not learn in the 

same way.  It is ineffective to implement the same instructional techniques for all students.  

Because conventional classroom instruction emphasizes learning techniques that are effective for 

the majority of students, students who learn through less conventional methods may not reach 

their maximum potential in the traditional classroom without additional or different techniques of 
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instruction.  Our goal is to use the most effective techniques available to develop their God-

ordained talents and potential.  In light of that goal RBCS offers several Special Services 

programs. 

 

Students are assessed using a battery of educational, perceptual, and psychological testing before 

any placement is made in a Special Services program.  At parental direction, a student may be 

placed in a Special Services classroom and appropriate therapy. 

3.4 Talent Development Program 

The RBCS Talent Development Program serves children in grades K5 through 6.  In the Talent 

Development classroom, students from several grade levels may receive instruction together, 

similar to the one-room schoolhouse approach.  Academic emphasis is placed on mathematics, 

Bible, and language arts which include phonics, reading, spelling, grammar, art, and writing.  

The student will be mainstreamed for P.E. and music.  Low student/teacher ratios facilitate 

greater opportunities for one-on-one instruction. 

3.5 Teddy Bear Club 

The Teddy Bear Club, modeled on the National Institute of Learning Disabilities program called 

Search & Teach, is a one-on-one educational therapy program for the prevention of learning 

disabilities. Perceptual deficits are strengthened when a person has the benefit of two years of 

therapy.  All K5 and new 1
st
 graders will have a screening test to detect need 

3.6 Discovery Program 

Discovery is a one-on-one educational therapy program that makes a neurological change in the 

brain.   Discovery is not a tutorial approach.  Discovery uses brain stimulation techniques to 

strengthen areas of weakness just like ―pumping iron‖ exercises can strengthen muscles in the 

body. The therapists are trained by the National Institute for Learning Disabilities (NILD) under 

whose auspices the RBCS Discovery Program has existed since its beginning in AY 1991/92.   

 

The goal of Discovery is to equip students with the necessary skills to respond to God’s calling. 

Perceptual and cognitive deficits, rather than remaining liabilities, become opportunities to 

develop godly character when a person has the benefit of three or more years of educational 

therapy.  Educational therapy is an intense, long term, integrative focus on deficit stimulation 

which provides the student and his parents a method of moving toward independence.  As the 

therapist, student, and parents cooperate in this non-tutorial approach, the individual therapy is 

given that overcomes the student’s deficits so that his true intelligence is freed to be used for 

God’s glory! 

3.7 Home School Assistance Program 

The Home Study Assistance Program (HSAP) is designed to help parents provide a 

Christ-centered education for children taught in the home, grades K-12.  Students usually are 

instructed by one or both parents.  RBCS helps parents design and obtain necessary 

CURRICULUM GUIDES and materials.  Additionally, RBCS provides counseling and testing 

services, maintains a Cumulative Student Record (CSR) with quarterly posting of grades, and 

can grant access to campus classroom and athletic activities, according to their availability and 

the particular desires of the family.  Every effort is made by RBCS to maintain an effective 
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working relationship with the parents to achieve a quality education for students not attending a 

full in-residence program. 

 

Parents can request home study assistance by submitting a HOME STUDY ASSISTANCE 

PROGRAM APPLICATION FORM, the current application fee, and any existing Cumulative 

Student Record (CSR) for each student.  A quarterly tuition is charged per child.  All books and 

supplies are to be paid for upon receipt, to include any shipping charges.  Quarterly grades must 

be provided to RBCS for grades 1-8. 

 

Out of state parents are required to test each child according to directions and send the results to 

RBCS.  Out of local area parents, within the state of Florida, must supply the name of a certified 

teacher to administer the test.  The test will be mailed to the teacher and, after testing, the teacher 

will mail it back to RBCS. Upon receipt of testing materials, tests will be graded and evaluated 

by the HSAP Manager for proper placement. The Manager will then outline the curriculum 

needed for each child (grades 1-8).  Complete HSAP information and current financial 

requirements are available upon request. 

4.0 Academic Program 

4.1 Report Cards/Grading Period 

Rocky Bayou Christian Elementary School has four, nine-week grading periods.  Each quarter 

consists of 45 academic school days.  Two quarters or 90 days equals one semester.  The final 

report card becomes apart of the student’s cumulative records. In order to inform parents 

concerning their child’s grades, mid-term progress reports will be sent home at mid-term of each 

quarter, the fourth week of each quarter.  Every student will receive a progress report with a 

grade in every subject and the number of absentees and tardies for the quarter.   

4.2 Grading Scale

4.3 Academic Honors

4.4 Achievement Testing 

Rocky Bayou Christian Elementary School, in conjunction with the Association of Christian 

School International and Psychological Corporation, gives the Stanford Achievement Test each 

spring.  The Otis Lennon School Ability Test (OLSAT) is administered to all students at the time 

of the Stanford Achievement Test. Students in the Talent Development Program are given the 

California Achievement Test. Results from these achievement tests are given to the parents for 

their review.  Testing provides benchmark data for individual students to determine the necessary 
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program for the student. These results along with the student’s final report card are used to 

determine promotion. 

4.5 Curriculum 

RBCS has chosen a mix of the best curriculum materials suited to our philosophy of Christian 

education.  Materials include those published by our own Christ Centered Publications plus A 

BEKA, Bob Jones Press, Positive Action for Christ, and a few others.  Courses include Bible, 

Phonics, Spelling, Reading, Math, Science, History/Geography, Penmanship, Music, Band, 

Chorus, and P.E. — all taught in a traditional classroom setting.  Foreign language and Art are 

offered depending on instructor availability.  CURRICULUM GUIDES for each course and a 

schedule for each grade are available in Atlas. 

 

A blend of academic readiness skills (letters, sounds, math, Bible) and a lot of fun activities 

(learning activities, computers, field trips, indoor and outdoor play, music) are designed to spark 

a child’s interest in learning that will provide a child a balanced program.

4.5.10 Music. The music program is developing skills in rhythm, melody, harmony, tone, and 

form in music. This program is designed to offer opportunities for participation, appreciation, 

enjoyment, and accomplishment in music.  The students will participate in two musical programs 

each year (Christmas and spring).  All preschool and kindergarten students participate in a 

Thanksgiving program and a graduation program at the end of the school year.  All fifth and 

sixth graders have the opportunity to participate in the Elementary Beginning Band or the 

Elementary Chorus. 

 

4.5.11 Physical Education.  This program is designed to develop fitness, promote healthy living,  

and introduce skill development in a variety of team and individual sports.  Rather than  

competition, our program’s goals are to build positive attitudes, team spirit and sportsmanship  

within the lives of the students.  

 

4.5.12 Computer.  Rocky Bayou Christian Elementary School is working in conjunction with 

University of Boston and Richmond University to provide a computer program that will build the 

students skills in word processing, spreadsheet, and publishing. 

 

4.5.13 Art.  Students will be given the opportunity to use their creative ability while being given 

instruction on age-appropriate art activities and crafts. 

4.6 Chapel 

Philosophy and Purpose: 

ñAnd all creationðthose in heaven and on the earth and under the earth and on

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Scripture is filled with reminders that the believer finds his or her greatest pleasure in the 

worship of our Great God and Savior in the fellowship of other believers.  Though RBCS is not 

the church, it is a gathering of believers in Jesus Christ.  Thus, while RBCS chapel services are 

not meant to replace ordinary Sunday worship, it gives students, in fellowship with other 

believers, a time during the week to share in a time of corporate worship of our Great Lord and 

Savior, Jesus Christ.  We feel that the opportunity to worship corporately on chapel days should 

be one of the highlights of the week and pray that students take full advantage of the opportunity 

that chapel services bring for spiritual nurturing and growth as well as worship before the throne 

of Christ Jesus. 

4.7 Make-up or Missed Work 

When a student has received an excused absence, he has equal to the number of days absent to 

complete the assigned work before receiving a ―0‖ for any incomplete work.  When a student has 

received an unexcused absence, he must have all work missed completed and ready for any tests 

missed on the day of returning  before receiving a ―0‖ for any incomplete work.  

 

Parents may call and request make-up work when their child is sick.  The respective office must 

receive this request by 9:00 AM in order for the work to be picked up that afternoon by 3:00 PM.  

All work and books will be sent to the respective office for the parent’s convenience.  Parents 

should never go to the classroom during the school day and disrupt a teacher who is teaching in 

order to obtain make-up work.  

4.8 Individual Reading 

It is very important to your child’s progress that reading assignments be practiced daily for 

younger readers.  Our best readers are those whose parents have been faithfully helping their 

children form the discipline of daily practice. 

 

In the back of the readers you will find an assignment sheet.  You are asked to initial the 

evening’s assignment indicating practice was accomplished.  Books come home as your child 

progresses.  Students in grades 3-6 will do book reports as each teacher assigns them during the 

school year. 

4.9 Bible Memorization 

All students in grades K3-6 will be given assigned Bible verses for memorization. In 

Kindergarten through 6
th

 grade students will be tested weekly on their memorization.  At times 

during the year the students will be assigned memorization in other subjects, in addition to the 

Bible memorization. 

4.10 Homework 

Homework will be given on a regular basis.  The amount of homework may fluctuate at times; 

however, the teacher will attempt to keep homework at manageable limits.  As a general rule, 

homework is given for one of the following purposes:      

1. Remediation – As instruction progresses, various weak points in a student’s grasp of a 

subject becomes, evident.  Homework following instruction is given to overcome some 

difficulties. 

2. Reinforcement – We believe that most students require adequate review to master 

material essential to their education process. 
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3. Review/practice – Following classroom explanation, illustration, and review of new 

work, homework is given so that the material will be mastered. 

4. Responsibility – Homework is an excellent tool to be use by the teachers and the 

parents to teach students responsibility.  Organization of time and follow-through of 

work to be done helps to teach the godly character trait of responsibility. 

 

Homework given is expected to be completed by the next school day unless otherwise specified 

by the teacher.   

 

If your child seems to have an unusual amount of homework, it usually means he is not using his 

time wisely at school.  An unusual amount of corrections means work has been carelessly done.  

Our teachers will not send work home for children to catch up unless the teacher knows the child 

understands that work.  You should not have to teach your child new material.   

  

In an effort to support families attending church on Wednesday nights, we have put a policy in 

place that teachers do not assign written homework on this night of the week 

4.11 Physical Education 

Students in grades 1-5 will not change clothing for PE.  Students will be allowed to change shoes 

for PE, if desired.  Grades for PE will be based upon participation, skill, and attitude. 

 

Students in grade 6 will change into a PE uniform.  Grades for PE will be based upon 

participation, skill, uniforms (being ―dressed out‖, if applicable), and attitude.  Students’ grades 

will be marked off when they do not have their complete uniform. PE uniforms may be 

purchased at the concession in the gymnasium.  Socks and tennis shoes are required.  

4.12 Students Records 

The school maintains a permanent cumulative file on all Rocky Bayou Christian Elementary 

School students.  Records of health, grades, standardized tests scores, and anything pertaining to 

the academic progress of the student makes up the content of these files.  These records are kept 

in fire-proof file cabinets in the respective principal’s or guidance office.  These files are also 

confidential and only for the viewing of the principal, the student’s parents or guardians, and the 

yearly teacher.   

 

Rocky Bayou Christian Elementary School will release a student’s cumulative file upon the 

written request of the parent or another school system. The confidentiality of cumulative records 

will be maintained.  The professional staff or other approved persons may have access to the 

records under conditions specified by the Principal.  Records will not be released when a 

student’s financial account in not paid in full upon withdrawal or completion of a school year.  If 

records must be retained and another school system needs information for placement, the new 

school’s guidance office may call to get information over the phone from the respective 

principal. 

4.13 Summer School. 

RBCS offers a summer school program for Elementary and Talent Development for remediation 

purposes only. Students who score low in core subjects (Math, Reading, and English) are highly 

encouraged to take advantage of the summer school program.  Talent Development summer 
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school can also be used to enhance memory retention. The program is a five-week program 

beginning the week after school’s end.   

5.0 Student Conduct and Behavior 

5.1 Statement of Philosophy 

Virtue or godly character is molded; it does not happen.  God builds our character as we apply 

the teachings of His Word. His Word gives us principles to live by.  He provides proving 

grounds in which to practice them, and He uses parents, teachers, and others in authority as 

instruments to develop godly character.  No experience of life is free from training and molding 

some part of a child’s character. 

 

The most important character-molding tool in the hand of the Lord in the classroom is the 

teacher.  The teacher must have a heart which is committed to do the will of God.  Another tool 

in the hands of the RBCS Elementary teachers is the tally system.  We earnestly desire that our 

tally system (APPENDIX A) will promote positive enthusiasm toward right action.  

  

Just as there are consequences for our sins in our spiritual walk with God, there are consequences 

in place for student behavior in the classroom when using the tally system as the character 

building tool.  Students may receive ―the rod of correction‖. In such a case, the parent will be 

required to come to the school and administer the spanking, or the child may be suspended for up 

to two days in lieu of the spanking.  A child that has been sent to the office for a ―spanking‖ 

offense three times in one semester will be suspended on the fourth time.  Three suspensions 

within a semester will result in an expulsion from RBCS.  If a student has ten (10) or more black 

tallies in one week, a letter of notification will be sent home to the parents.  If a student receives 

one hundred (100) black tallies within a quarter (45 days) the student will be suspended from 

school for a period of two days.  A second accumulation of 100 tallies within a quarter will result 

in a one-week suspension.  A third accumulation of 100 tallies will result in expulsion from 

school. 

5.2 Guidelines for Student Behavior 

When you become part of RBCS, you put yourself under a certain rule of conduct that has 

application both in and out of school. 

 

Institutions have standards and expectations.  While RBCS would never seek to usurp parental 

authority, we do have stated standards and expectations for our student body.  Students’ lives, 

both in and out of school, should be consistent with the testimony that parents, church, and 

school wish to present to the community. 

 

Problems arising from a disregard for others, school standards, or property will be dealt with by 

the administration through counseling, discipline, and parental cooperation.  Excessive problems 

in attitude or conduct will result in more severe penalties. Students, whose attitude or conduct, 

both in and out of school, are found to be in opposition to the basic principles and purposes of 

the school will not be allowed to continue in their enrollment. 

 

Behavior which the teacher deems to be chronic, flagrant or otherwise worthy of special 

handling will be referred to the administration. Such behavior will result in disciplinary action. 
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Recurrent problems at this level which evidence a lack of concern for improvement or spiritual 

growth will lead to suspension or expulsion. 

 

5.2.1 Respect.  Students must always respect one another’s rights and property and the authority 

of adults. 

 

5.2.2 After-School Supervision. Students who find it necessary to remain after school must be 

under appropriate adult supervision; prior arrangements for adult supervision must have been 

made by parents. 

 

5.2.3 Talking.  Talking is to be done in conversational tones. Students are not to whistle, yell, or 

be rowdy in any building, hallway, or bathroom.  Students should listen when others are 

speaking and raise their hands to request permission to speak. When talking is permitted, the 

class must not become loud or boisterous. 

 

5.2.4 Class Preparation. Students are expected to enter the classroom quietly, sharpen pencils, 

and prepare for the day with teacher instructions. 

 

5.2.5 Unauthorized Articles. Students should not bring iPods, video games, skateboards, toys, 

games, magazines, or personal items to school without the permission of the teacher. These types 

of items are not for classroom use and are not permitted at school.  Please keep these at home.  

Anything that a student brings to school that is distracting to him or others in the classroom will 

be considered ―unauthorized‖.  Teachers may collect these items and keep them until parents can 

come to school to pick them up, or these articles may be destroyed at the discretion of the 

Principal.  Students will have many opportunities to share personal items throughout the school 

year.  If an item is sent to school, please make certain it is labeled for proper identification. 

 

5.2.6 Class Assignments. Class assignments are to be turned in promptly when assignments are 

due. Teachers may use their discretion as to how late assignments will affect the student’s grade. 

 

5.2.7 Chewing Gum. Students may not chew gum on school property, classroom, or bus. 

 

5.2.8 Stewardship.  All students should help keep our school clean by placing trash in 

designated receptacles and by picking up trash on the grounds and in the classrooms. Poor 

stewardship also includes taking or using property without the permission of the owner. Good 

stewardship creates a quiet and productive atmosphere free from fear of damage, loss, and 

injury.  

 

Students who maliciously destroy school property are subject to suspension or expulsion from 

school and will be expected to repair such property and/or make appropriate restitution. 

   
5.2.9 Physical Contact.  Students should generally keep their hands to themselves.  Boys and 

girls are not to engage in public displays of affection (hanging on to each other, holding hands, 

sitting on laps, hugging, kissing, etc.) 

5.3 Dress Code. 

Perhaps one of the most difficult areas in which to apply the biblical principles expressed above 

is that of appearance and dress. Standards of dress (APPENDIX B) can help us build good 
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habits, maintain a Christian testimony, give external evidence of inward beauty, etc., but cannot 

produce godly Christian students. Parents are responsible before God for setting standards for 

their family.  Applicable biblical (moral) principles include modesty and distinction between the 

girls and the boys (1 Tim 2:9; Deut 22:15; 1 Cor 11:14, 15).  Cleanliness and neatness are related 

to health and general social acceptance.  Obedience to rules is related to moral principles in that 

children are commanded to obey those in authority over them.  Our young people must develop 

not only obedience but also deference (limiting freedom in order not to offend the wishes of 

those in authority).  Future employers may frequently ask a person to wear a uniform, adopt a 

certain hair style, or follow certain procedures with which the subordinate does not agree.  We 

desire to train our children to face such situations with cheerful deference rather than a rebellious 

spirit.  Dress standards help the school develop habits of appearance and good behavior that will 

be of value to students in maturity.  The RBCS dress standards provide guidance for the purchase 

of clothing for school, and form the basis for counseling students in good standards of dress as 

well as prohibiting certain attire when necessary.   

5.4 Bus Conduct. 

We expect the same orderliness on our school buses that we expect in the classroom.  With the 

bus driver’s permission, children will be allowed to talk quietly but are not allowed out of their 

seats while the bus is moving.  Eating is NOT allowed in the buses.  Parents should expect the 

same suspension guidelines if a student is unwilling to obey bus rules 

6.0 Policies and Procedures. 

6.1 Arrival and Dismissal Procedures. 

6.1.1 Arrival. The school day for all elementary students begins at 8:00 AM.  A student is 

considered tardy at 8:05 AM. After 8:05 students must sign-in in the appropriate office to receive 

a tardy pass that will admit the student to class.  The office will determine if the tardy is excused 

or unexcused.  Each student must be in his desk, prepared for the day’s activities and educational 

instruction, and diligently working on any morning seatwork.   

 

6.1.2 Dismissal. The school day for all elementary students will end at 3:10 PM for bus riders 

and 3:20 for car riders.  Preschool students who are napping will be awakened at 2:45 and 

dismissal procedures will begin.  Kindergarten and elementary teachers will stop all teaching and 

classroom activities at 3:00 to begin preparation for dismissal.  Students will be dismissed from 

their classrooms at 3:10 to proceed immediately to their busses and at 3:20 to proceed to the 

parent pick-up areas.  Assigned teachers will monitor children at parent-pickup and bus areas.  

Any students not picked up by 3:30 will be taken to the respective office to await their parents. 

Excessive lateness in picking up students may result in monetary fines. 

 

6.1.3 Morning Drop-off/Afternoon Pick-up. For the safety of all students, designated spots 

have been established at each building.  These times of the day can be very hectic and all efforts 

have been made to provide as much safety as well as good flow-pattern as possible. All 

kindergarten and elementary parents are asked to use these points of drop-off and pick-up. A 

staff member will be ready to receive your child.  It is not necessary for you to park and escort 

your child to the classroom.  Students arriving on campus should go immediately to their 

classroom to prepare for the day’s class. Please be aware that the school doors do not open until 

7:45 AM each morning. Parents are welcome to visit classes at any time, but should not interrupt 

the class.  Please do not engage teachers in conversations that distract them from teaching 
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and classroom duties.  We have an obligation to all parents to do all that we can to insure that 

the children are in a productive environment that is conducive for learning.  If you have 

questions, a conference/appointment time should be scheduled with the teacher.  We will be 

happy to schedule a time to answer any questions.  Please call the appropriate office and a 

conference time will be scheduled.  

 

6.1.4 Signing Students Out of School.  If it is necessary for a parent or designated person to 

pick up a child before 3:10, that person must come to the appropriate office to sign out the child.  

Only those authorized by the parent(s) or guardian(s) on the student registration form will be 

allowed to pick up a student. 

 

6.1.5 Classroom Visitation.  Parents are welcome to visit classes at any time at RBCS but 

should not interrupt class.  All parents must check in through the respective office before going 

to the child’s classroom to sign-in and receive a visitor’s pass which will be worn at all times 

while on campus.  Many times the office secretaries can help you without interrupting the 

classroom teaching.  Before school do not engage teachers in conversations that distract them 

classroom duties.  Your child’s school day begins at 8:00 AM and ends at 3:10 PM.  The 

children and the teacher must be in class ready to begin at 8:00. If you have questions, a 

conference/appointment time should be scheduled with the office secretary. 

6.2 Absenteeism and Tardiness. 

6.2.1 Attendance Policy. Regular attendance is required by Florida law and is necessary for 

good scholarship.  All school days on the school calendar are considered full days unless 

otherwise specified and are compulsory attendance days.  

   

Christians must develop a sense of responsibility for their commitments, to include being 

punctual.  Failure to develop the habit of showing up on time, or developing a practice of not 

performing a duty when it is possible (although difficult) to do, will neither promote career 

success nor glorify God.   

  

Students must plan their personal affairs around their classroom responsibilities.  The training 

environment of the school must encourage students to develop high standards of punctuality and 

reliability in keeping scheduled commitments.  Students are absent from school anytime they are 

not attending a scheduled day of class.   

 

6.2.2 Absences. When your child is absent from school, the parent is requested to call the school 

office by 8:30 AM to explain the reason for the absence.  If a phone call is not received, the 

student is required to have a written excuse upon returning to school from the parent or legal 

guardian which is a signed, dated statement of explanation for the absence. 

 

¶ If a student rides a bus to school, the parent must notify the bus driver of the absence, or 

the student will be considered ―unexcused‖ from the bus.  

¶ Students in grades K5 – 6 are considered absent from school if they leave prior to 11:30 
AM. Students arriving after 11:30 AM will be marked absent for that day.  

¶ K3 and K4 half-day students are considered absent from school if they leave prior to 
10:00 AM.  K3 and K4 half-day students arriving after 10:00 AM will be marked absent 

for that day. 
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¶ Excessive absences in a school year (20 days) may cause a student to be retained in 
his/her grade. 

¶ Excessive absences will require that a student’s placement for the next school year be 

evaluated by the Principal. 

¶ Teachers will appropriately reflect all absences in class grading system 

¶ When a student reaches 10 absences, any additional unexcused absences will result in a 
five (5) point deduction per day for any work missed. 

¶ In cases where prolonged absence makes it impractical for the student to make up all 
tests, arrangements will be made with the teacher 

 

 An “authorized” absence is one for which there is parental approval, which means that 

the parent relieves RBCS of supervisory responsibility for the student.  An “unauthorized” 

absence is one for which neither RBCS nor the parent has given authority.  The student is 

thus considered truant. 

 

6.2.3 Excused Absences. An ―excused‖ absence is an authorized absence due to a medical or 

other parentally certified bona fide emergency.  If an ―excused‖ absence occurs, a student will 

earn a ―0‖ if the student missed a graded exercise and that graded exercise is not made up within 

the designated amount of time after returning to school.  For example, if a student is absent with 

an excused absence on Monday and Tuesday, and a Math test was given to the class, the absent 

student must make up that test by Friday, in order to receive a grade for the test instead of a ―0‖. 

Students who are  absent from school due to illness in excess of 5 consecutive days  will be 

required to have a letter from their physician explaining their absences.  

 

6.2.4 Unexcused absences. An ―authorized unexcused‖ absence is one for which there is 

parental approval, but to which a medical excuse or bona fide emergency does not apply.  

If an ―unexcused‖ absence occurs, ―0’s‖ will be earned for all missed graded assignments unless 

prior arrangements are made by parents with the teacher.  If a student will be absent due to an 

unexcused reason, arrangements can be made to either complete graded work ahead of time, or 

submit assigned work on the day the student returns to school.  Please attempt to provide at least 

24 hour advanced notice to the teacher. If work is not completed and returned on that day, ―0’s‖ 

will be earned on all unaccomplished assignments. 

 

6.2.5 Tardies. To arrive at school after 8:05 AM is to be tardy.  Parents must bring the tardy 

student to the respective office to sign the student in.  Students are not allowed to sign 

themselves in. The secretary will either escort the student to the classroom or give the student a 

tardy pass to admit him to class.   

 

Students will be allowed five tardies (excused or unexcused) per nine week grading period. This 

includes doctor, dentist, emergencies, and all other reasons for tardies. 

 

After the fifth tardy, a letter will be sent home stating that the student has reached  the maximum 

number of tardies allowed for the nine week period and that should the student have a sixth tardy 

that grading period, the student will be credited with an unexcused absence. 

Each sixth tardy is equivalent to one unexcused absence. When a student reaches 10 absences, 

any additional unexcused absences will result in a five (5) point deduction per day for any work 

missed. 
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6.2.6 Early Departures/Medical Appointments. Students may not leave the school grounds 

without permission at any time.  Therefore parents are asked to notify the child’s teacher (24 

hours in advance) with a note prior to any early departures or time away from school for 

appointments.  Parents are asked to sign the child ―Out‖ from the respective office before 

removing the child from the school premises.  Upon returning parents are to sign students ―In‖ in 

the respective office.  Non emergency sign-outs without prior notice may result in a ―0‖ for work 

missed.  The school is not obligated to make-up work missed in these cases.  It is highly 

requested that if possible any appointments be made for non-school hours. 

 

6.3 Parent/Teacher Conferences.  

In order for parents to know first-hand their student’s progress, parents and guardians are 

encouraged to request conferences with any member of the teaching staff.  To facilitate 

conferences, parents are asked to call the respective office to confirm availability of the teacher 

they wish to see.  If a telephone conversation is desired, please leave a message with the office, 

and the teacher will be asked to return your call at the earliest convenience. Teachers are very 

happy to arrange conferences with parents at a scheduled time.  

  

Parents who have a concern about a particular teacher or classroom situation are encourages to 

follow the principle found in Matthew 18.  First speak to the teacher to see if the concern can be 

resolved.  If, after the conference with the teacher, it is apparent that the concern cannot be 

resolved, the parent should contact the child’s principal. 

  

6.4 Daily Paper Evaluation.  

Most schoolwork is usually sent home the day following completion.  Reviewing your child’s 

papers daily will be a source of encouragement to your child and will ensure that you see all 

teacher’s notes or school correspondence.  The student’s tally marks will also be attached to the 

daily papers so that parents can stay abreast on their child’s behavior at school. 

6.5 Corrections. 

Not all work will need to be corrected.  Teachers will determine how corrections will be handled 

for each course assigned to them.  If there are any details particular to any course of study, the 

teacher will communicate those details to both student and parents.  

6.6 Testing Days. 

There will be no more than two tests given on Monday, Tuesday, Wednesday, or Friday.  Since 

we encourage students and their parents to attend church on Wednesday nights there will be no 

tests given on Thursday.  Quizzes do not count as tests. 

6.7 Textbook and Supplies. 

Textbooks and supplementary books will be provided for each student.  It must be emphasized 

that these books are the property of Rocky Bayou Christian School and must be taken care of 

properly.  Loss of or deliberate mutilation or defacing of any of these materials will result in the 

full replacement price being assessed to the parents or legal guardian.  Students may retain 

possession of ―consumable‖ books. 
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6.8 Lost and Found. 

Children’s clothing, lunchboxes, and bookbags should be labeled with their names.  Any found 

articles or bags will be brought to the respective office and effort is made to find the owners.  At 

the end of each quarter, all unclaimed items will be given to a charity. 

6.9 School Phone/Cell Phones. 

The school phones are business phones and may be used only for official school business. In an 

emergency, students may make necessary phone calls only to call parents or guardian during 

school hours from phones located in their classroom with the teacher’s permission.  Cell phones  

are considered to be “unauthorized articles”.  If a student must have a cell phone at school in 

order to communicate with parents after school hours, the phone must be kept in the teacher 

possession during the school day. The phone will be returned to the student after 3:00 PM. 

 

Teachers have been asked to leave their ringers ―off‖ on the classroom phones and check their 

messages at available times.  You may lease a message on their voicemail, and the teacher will 

return your call as soon as possible.  If it is an emergency, call the respective office secretary.  

Please do not ask that your child be called to the phone.  This causes disruptions in the class and 

office.  The office secretary will deliver any messages to the students. 

6.10 School Pictures. 

Each fall an approved photographer will take individual pictures of our students.  Parents will be 

sent information concerning prices and packages that they can purchase.  Each individual 

student’s picture will be used in the school yearbook.  Every student will have their picture taken 

regardless of whether they purchase any pictures.  In the spring, the ―homeroom group‖ school 

pictures will be taken. Parents may once again purchase these pictures and will be furnished 

information detailing prices. 

6.11 Class Parties/Holidays. 

Class parties or other school social functions will not be held without Principal approval. 

Halloween, and its black cats, witches, and other unscriptural notions, is out.  Christmas and 

Easter must exalt Jesus Christ and ignore Santa Claus and the secular Easter bunny.  Parties may 

be held on the last day of school before Christmas vacation.  The giving of Christmas presents is 

neither encouraged nor discouraged.  Valentine's Day is not to distract from the academic day.  

Exchanging cards, small treats, or other expressions of love are incorporated into recess, lunch, 

or just before dismissal from school. Teachers may use this day to teach students what 

constitutes biblical love. 

 

Recognition of birthdays may be given at school, but birthday parties are not to be held.   

If you desire to celebrate your child’s birthday among the class, please arrange with the teacher 

when a good time would be to bring in cupcakes or cookies to share with the class.  It is highly 

recommended to the teachers that this be done during the class’ lunch time so that instructional 

time will not be interrupted. 

6.12 Lunch Program/Snacks. 

Students are to bring a ―sack lunch‖ from home or may order a lunch through the lunch voucher 

program at school.  The school offers a lunch voucher program to enable students to order 

lunches from the daily vendor.  Parents are responsible to keep sufficient money on the students 
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lunch voucher.  As the student orders lunches, money is withdrawn from the voucher.  When 

needed a notice of balance will be sent home so that additional money can be sent to school and 

added to the student’s voucher.  

 

Milk is available to all students for lunch at no charge.  Please DO NOT SEND SOFT DRINKS 

OR CANDY in your child’s lunch.  Students are not permitted to bring or buy soft drinks during 

school hours. For those who bring a ―sack lunch‖ we would like to encourage nutritious lunches 

and snacks with as little sugar, artificial flavors, and colors as possible.  These additives at lunch 

and recess affect a child’s behavior and hinder academic performance.  Students are also not 

allowed to share their lunches.  ALL food not eaten MUST be taken home. 

 

There will be recess times for preschool, kindergarten, and elementary students.  In the preschool 

and kindergarten classes, parents will be notified when to send in a nutritious snack for the entire 

class.  In the elementary grades, students may bring their own nutritious snack if you desire to 

send one.  The preferred snacks are fruit, cheese/peanut butter crackers, veggie sticks (carrot, 

celery), etc.   No sweets, please.  

6.13 Open House. 

The first day of school is always a very exciting day for students and teachers alike.  To keep 

things running smoothly and help students be oriented and comfortable with their new 

surroundings an Open House is scheduled every year prior to the first day of school.  This gives 

students and parents an opportunity to visit the child’s classroom and meet the teacher.  Students 

will know where to go when they arrive on campus the first day.   

  

A few weeks later another Open House is planned for the elementary ages to acquaint parents 

with the daily schedule and expectations of the teacher.  The curriculum and grading procedure is 

explained thoroughly, and there is a time for questions and answers that parents may have.  This 

is not a time for individual conferences.  Conferences can be set up for a later date. 

6.14 Medications and Illnesses. 

Parents must fill out first aid/medication information on their child’s STUDENT 

APPLICATION FORM; RBCS staff will follow directions as given by parents to serve the best 

interests of the child.  Parents must remove their child from the school if the child has a 

temperature of 100º or above, requires medical treatment beyond first aid, or is suspected of 

being an infectious carrier of a communicable disease.   

  

RBCS desires to maintain a healthful school environment by effecting reasonable procedures 

designed to prevent the spread of communicable diseases.  Students must comply with Florida 

statutes regarding physical examinations and immunization requirements.  Carriers of 

communicable diseases must be denied access to campus facilities until they are no longer 

capable of transmitting a communicable disease. 

 

6.14.1 Medication at School. If a child is to receive any prescription medication during the 

school day, the parent or guardian must have an authorization form on file with the school nurse.  

The medicine to be dispensed will be kept in a locked box with the school nurse or in the 

refrigerator if necessary and dispensed according to the doctor’s instruction.  Medicine must be 

properly labeled.  If your child requires medication during school hours and we do not have a 

signed authorization, it will be necessary for you to come to school and personally administer the 
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medicine.  Students cannot keep medication in their lunch box or book bag to administer by 

themselves.  

 

6.14.2 Communicable Diseases. The term "communicable disease" means any condition caused 

by a specific infectious agent which may be transmitted either directly or indirectly by a 

susceptible host or infected person or animal to other persons.  The term "communicable 

diseases" includes all of the following:

Symptoms of a communicable disease include, but are not limited to, fever, diarrhea, rash, pink 

eye, excessive respiratory congestion or coughing. 

 

6.14.3 Students with Asthma, Allergies, or Diabetes. If a student requires an asthma inhaler, 

Buterol machine, or insulin at school, directions for administering must be provided by the 

parent or physician. These directions must be kept on file in the office and with the teacher. 

The administration and teachers must be given any necessary equipment (ex. EpiPen) and 

directions for usage, medicines, and insulin for children with allergies, allergic reaction to 

specific substances, or diabetes. 

 

6.14.4 Lice. Students may periodically be checked for head lice. If lice or nits are found, the 

student will be isolated and parents will be notified to pick up their child as soon as possible.  

Students must be treated with medicated shampoo and be nit free before they will be allowed to 

return to class.   Administration must clear students before they are allowed to return to the 
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classroom.  Parents are encouraged to give notice to the school in the event that head lice or nits 

are found on their child at home.  This will help prevent the spread of head lice at school.  

 

6.14.5 24-Hour Rule. A child who has to leave school with one of the symptoms listed below 

may not return to class until he has been symptom free for at least twenty (24) hours. 

1.  Temperature above 100 degrees orally. 

2. Vomiting – more than one time or in conjunction with fever. 

3. Diarrhea – more than one time in a 24-hour period, or in conjunction with fever. 

4. Stiff neck associated with flu like symptoms. 

5. Conjunctivitis (pink eye). 

6. Head Lice – the student must be nit free. 

7. Uncontrolled coughing or sneezing. 

 

The 24-hour period will give parents the opportunity to fully assess the child’s condition, begin a 

prescribed medicine while watching for allergic reaction, and assure that the child is free of 

illness before returning to school. 

6.15 School Insurance. 

Student accident insurance is a cost-effective program provided for students each academic 

school year. Information on the current year’s policy can be obtained at the RBCS Business 

Office. 

6.16 Property Inspection.   

Rocky Bayou Christian Elementary School reserves the right to inspect clothing, desks, book 

bags, etc. at any time.   

7.0 Extra-curricular Activities. 

7.1 Athletics. 

Students in K5 – 6th grades will be offered an opportunity to participate in an intramural 

program.  In the fall, soccer will be offered for Under 8’s, Under 10’s, and Under 12’s team for 

both boys and girls.  The same teams will be offered during late fall and winter for basketball, 

and T-ball, coach-pitch, baseball, and softball in the spring.  All sports will be offered based on 

available of volunteer coaches for each team among parents. 

7.2 Fine and Performing Arts. 

Students going into grades 5 and 6 are given the opportunity to participate in band or chorus.  If 

the student chooses to be a part of the band, he must meet with the school band director during 

the summer months prior to school starting to choose an instrument to play.   

   

If a student chooses not to be in the band, these students will participate in the chorus.  Some 

additional expenses may be incurred as a result of participation in band or chorus.  Students will 

receive a grade for both of these on their report card.  

   

Both band and chorus students will participate in performances throughout the school year. Such 

performances will include parades and concerts. These performances will be included as part of 
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their music grade.  Since RBCS is a member of FACCS and ACSI, the band and chorus will 

participate in competitions as they are scheduled throughout the year.  

7.3 Academic Contests. 

As a member of both Florida Association of Christian Colleges and Schools and Association of 

Christian Schools International, students will participate in various competitions throughout the 

academic year. These include spelling bees, creative writing and math competitions. The 

students may also participate in FACCS Junior Fine Arts competitions. Students also have the 

opportunity to compete in local academic competitions  

7.4 Field Trips. 

Field trips are occasionally planned for the students with Principal approval. Usually, parents are 

invited to accompany their child on such trips. 

  

Attendance for any school outing is a privilege that may be revoked if the student is not prepared 

for the outing such as appropriate dress code or does not comply with the school handbook or 

supplementary policies for the trip.  Parents are expected to make travel arrangements and pay 

for the expense if a student needs to be returned to school for disciplinary reasons. 

  

If for some reason you do not give your child permission to attend a field trip, the principal may 

ask you to keep your child home that day. The teacher may also provide some homework to help 

the child learn information he/she might have gained from the trip. 

8.0 Emergencies Procedures. 

8.1 General Comments. 

The basic RBCS policy is that school will operate as scheduled unless some condition 

renders such operation unsafe or impractical.  The Superintendent will make any decision 

to cancel classes.  Without such a decision, school personnel are required to operate by the 

planned schedule. 

 

School closure is normally caused by weather emergencies or governmental decisions 

provoked by the threat of weather emergencies.  For example, hurricanes or snowfall may 

render school operations too unsafe to conduct.  The threat of such weather may provoke 

public officials to direct evacuations or road closures that would render RBCS operations 

impractical. 

 

Campus evacuation after the day's classes have begun would be directed only under the most 

extraordinary circumstances.  Usually, it is better to operate according to schedule so that 

parents can rely on the planned arrangements for the care of their children.  If such evacuat-

ion is made, however, bus drivers will insure that no small child is dropped off under 

unsupervised conditions.  Bus drivers who must take children home will immediately attempt 

to make phone contact with the parents to facilitate safe return of the children to parent 

control.

Whenever the Superintendent makes the decision to cancel school operations, RBCS will use 

email, the school website, and SchoolCast to notify parents of the closing of school. The same 

means will be used to notify the reopening of school.  

  

The Superintendent will also inform the Transportation Manager (who will in turn inform bus 

drivers) and principals (who will in turn advise teachers and staff.). Departments, schools, or 

classes may develop telephone trees to help get word out of school cancellation.  Any parent or 

school personnel who has not received word of the Superintendent’s decision by monitoring one 

of the above broadcast stations may call an appropriate bus driver, teacher, or administrator.   

 

8.2 Bad Weather Conditions. 
 Parents can feel comforted in knowing that in the case of bad weather such as a tornado watch 

or tornado warning that everything that can be done for the protection of the students will be 

done.  In the case of a tornado warning, the students will be taken in the hallways and all 

procedures of safety will be followed. Students will not be dismissed from the building if a 

tornado warning is in effect.  The only exception will be when their parents at the parent’s 

discretion pick up students. 

 

8.3 Fire/Fire Drills. 

Fire drills will be held monthly in accordance to pre-determined guidelines of the principal.  The 

buildings will be evacuated quietly and quickly at such times.  Children will be told what to do in 

case of fire, i.e., move quietly out the classroom exterior exit in single file to a safe point 

designated by the principal, and await further instructions.  Every effort will be made to assure 

the safety of all students.  These drills will acquaint students to know what to do in case of a fire.

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Appendix B 

RBCS DRESS CODE 

 

The RBCS Guidelines for Student Behavior (see your RBCS FAMILY MANUAL) details the 

standards for behavior that RBCS desires students to adhere to as they mature toward the image 

of Christ and gives the philosophy of the dress standards.  The purpose of this Dress Code is to 

provide specific dress guidelines applicable to students at RBCS.  The following specifics are 

provided to answer most of the questions on which students have typically sought guidance. 

Students who cheerfully and submissively groom within the following standard will be 

promoting the peaceful student environment we all desire at RBCS. FINAL AUTHORITIES 

for dress code interpretation are Mrs. D. Bowers and Mrs. T. Williams for Elementary and Talent 

Development students and Ms. L. Eaves, Mr. R. Allen, and Mrs. T. Williams for Academy and 

Third Track. 

 

A. Students must dress modestly (1 Tim 2:9; Gal 5:19), with an appropriate distinction 

between the boys and the girls. (Deut 22:5; 1Cor 11: 14-16) 

 

¶ Students may wear uniform pants, shorts, skirts, or capris purchased only from 

Buckhead Uniform Company.  

¶ Students will not roll uniform pants legs. 

¶ Boys will tuck all uniform shirts in. 

¶ Girls may wear uniform shirts or blouses un-tucked. If uniform shirts are over-sized it 

must be worn tucked in. 

¶ Girls and boys must wear a brown or black belt with plain buckles.  Belts must be 
leather or simulated leather, but not cloth or fabric.  

¶ Shoes must be solid. Color solid logos and solid trademarks are acceptable. No plaids, 
checked, stars, sparkles, etc. are allowed on shoes.  No beach sandals, Jellies, clogs, 

flip-flops are allowed. Socks are to be worn with all shoes. 

¶ Light-weight jackets, sweaters, cardigan, sweatshirts must be also be purchased from 
Buckhead with the RBCS embroidered logo. Previously logo’d sweatshirts purchased 

from the P.E. department are acceptable.   

¶ No excessive make-up or fingernail polish is allowed. Elementary students are not 

allowed to wear make-up and only clear or natural nail polish may be worn. 

¶ No excessive jewelry is allowed. 

¶ Male students’ hair should be worn in a masculine style, neatly trimmed and tapered, 
not obscuring the eyebrows or hanging below the collar in the back. It should be worn 

above the middle of the ear. Extremes in hair styles that call undue attention to the 

haircut (such as shaving above the ears, cutting designs in the hair, bleaching, or 

dyeing) will not be tolerated. (I Cor 11:3-16) 

¶ Hats, gloves, or scarves are not to be worn inside by either boys or girls. 

 

B. Student appearance should enhance a Christian's testimony of a life adhering to biblical 

principles rather than worldly standards generated by anti-biblical philosophies such as 
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those of secularism, humanism, hedonism, and the alcohol/drug abuse/rock culture.  (Eph 

4:17-19, 5:17-21; Col 2:8, 3:17, 23) 

 

C. Appropriateness, cleanliness and neatness of appearance is related to health, general 

social acceptance, good   habit building, and the principle of deference (limiting freedom 

in order not to offend the wishes of those in authority).  (Rom 13:1-2; 1 Cor 11:16; Eph 

5:21; Col 3:17) 

 

D. Specific clothing requirements may be waived or required by the Principal for special 

occasions such as Spirit Week, Work-A-Thon, Friday Dress, Casual Day, field trips, or 

some other specified special day. 

¶ The following guideline is for Friday Dress for Academy and Third Track students 
only. Elementary students will have designated dress on designated Fridays. 

o Team, club, senior, band, and extracurricular T-shirts or polos may be worn with 

uniform bottoms, and uniform shoes. 

¶ The following guidelines are for Casual Day Dress for Academy and Third Track 

students only.  Casual Day Dress will be on assigned Fridays only. 

o Students may wear shirts, jeans, slides, sandals, uniform belts, and socks 
o Students may not wear military style clothing or shoes. 

o Students may not wear jeans with tears, tatters, frays or holes  

o Students may not wear  warm-ups or sweatpants 

o Students may not wear oversized shorts, jeans, or shirts, 

o Students may not wear rock culture T-shirts or chains. 

 

* Students who have not received their uniforms at the beginning of the school year or upon 

enrolling during the school year may borrow previously owned uniform clothing from the 

school, if available, to wear until their order has arrived. There will be a 60 day grace period to 

await the arrival of uniform clothing from Buckhead. Any extension will need to be made in 

writing to the appropriate principal with a copy of the order form showing that uniform articles 

have been ordered. Jeans are not acceptable under this grace period. Students must still wear 

kaiki or blue docker-styled pants, shorts, or skirts. 

 

** RBCS is not  responsible for non-labeled, lost clothing items.  Please label all clothing.  Lost 

and Found items will be collected in the office of each building.   At the end of each quarter
