RBCS Sports Program for Homeschoolers

RBCS offers a variety of sports which homeschoolers may participate in if they meet the eligibility
requirements. These sports include football, cross country, girls’ volleyball, basketball, baseball, softball and
track. Home schooled students are limited to taking 2 secular courses in order to be eligible for RBCS sports.
In addition, a student must show proof of Bible curriculum or register for an RBCS Bible or core class.

In order to participate, you will need to complete the following forms:

*IF YOUR HOMESCHOOLED STUDENT IS TAKING MORE THAN THREE ON CAMPUS CLASSES, FHSAA considers them
a full time RBCS student/ Category 1 Home Schooler.

*ANY 6"-12™ GRADE STUDENT WHO REGISTERS TO PLAY SPORTS WITH RBCS, MAY NOT PLAY SPORTS FOR ANY
OTHER FHSAA TEAM IN OUR AREA. TEAMS CAN BE DISQUALIFIED IF INFRACTIONS OCCUR.

*WHEREVER A STUDENT HAS REGISTERED IN THEIR NINTH GRADE YEAR IS THEIR SCHOOL OF RECORD. IF A
STUDENT CHANGES SCHOOLS, THEY MUST SIT OUT A YEAR FROM SPORTS IN ORDER TO BE ELIGIBLE TO PLAY
FOR ANOTHER FHSAA SCHOOL.
